In January, we will open our 2026 campaign with a look at one of the most unique military organizations 

produced during the Civil War: the Missouri State Guard. The Guard was established by the Missouri 

Legislature on May 10, 1861, in response to the Camp Jackson Massacre in St. Louis. Governor Claiborne 

Jackson appointed Sterling Price as Major General and commander of the Missouri State Guard. 

A strongly pro-Southern force, the State Guard fought to bring Missouri into the Confederacy. Its soldiers 

engaged federal forces across Missouri and Arkansas—often without support from the Confederate Army 

and with extremely limited logistics—until they were finally driven from Missouri in February 1862. 

Although the majority of its members eventually enlisted in the Confederate Army, the Missouri State 

Guard continued to exist, in reduced numbers, until the end of the war.
